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Context of future actions (1)

The decarbonisation of road transport with clean and 
energy efficient vehicles has important implications 
for the global competitiveness of the European 
industrial sectors involved.

Europe to challenge the position of world leader in 
this drive towards decarbonisation of mobility.



Future Visions
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Context of future actions (2)

The internal combustion engine and a range of hybrids 
will coexist with the FEVs and remain of dominant 
importance for long distance transport and freight, 
requiring combined substantial R&D efforts.

Support is needed for all stages of the innovation chain, 
from targeted strategic technology development to 
manufacturing and deployment.



Future Visions
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Lighthouse Projects

A strategic approach implies projects of large scale and 
long duration, able to reach leverage effects. Examples:

• Reference centre, e.g. KIC, focusing on performance testing and impact 
assessment of clean and energy-efficient vehicles, bringing together 
knowledge from automotive engineering and the ICT and energy sectors.

• Green corridors and mode interfaces for electric and low-CO2 vehicles.

• Anticipation of the challenges and needs of the innovation chain from 
technology development to deployment, by a roadmap with milestones 
and actions agreed by all involved sectors.



Future Visions
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Funding instruments, involvement of Member States, 
procurement and incentives (1)

Large scale investments in prototyping and manufacturing 
facilities are particularly justified when clusters of vehicle 
manufacturers and suppliers promise a rapid uptake of 
innovations into internationally competitive value chains.

Public Private Partnership models involving the respective 
Member States and regional public authorities, the 
European Commission, and the industry, are particularly 
appropriate for this kind of spending. 



Future Visions
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Funding instruments, involvement of Member States, 
procurement and incentives (2)

Close coordination of the R&D and implementation 
programmes of the European Union and the Member States 
should be aimed at.

Action fields for a timely pan-European market deployment:
• Harmonized demand side measures for EVs and low CO2 vehicles. 
• EU wide availability of charging infrastructure for electric vehicles.
• EU common plug standards, billing processes (“roaming”), and CO2
certification of energy.



Future Visions
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Funding instruments, involvement of Member States, 
procurement and incentives (3)

Measures creating early demand are needed in order to 
reach the high production volumes, which will allow 
Europe to become market leader.

Public procurement schemes are effective demand side 
measures, in particular if implemented on a large scale 
with cooperation of regions, and if coordinated at a 
European Union level.
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The Ad-Hoc Industrial Advisory Group, considering a 
permanent status of the European Green Cars Initiative 
in Framework Programme 8, is committed to support 
such action from the perspective of R&D and technology 
development.
